Payment schedule for the remaining tuition after the $100 application fee and $500 tuition deposit has been paid:  
______ Early Payment Plan: $3,700 paid at least 30 days in advance ($100 discount)    
______ Standard Plan: $3,800 paid by the first day of class 
______ Extended Payment Plan: contact CMI office to discuss tuition payment options  
   
A place in the program is held and the first assignment is sent after CMI has received the tuition deposit. At this time the student is 
fully enrolled in the certification program.  
 
A refund of 80% of the tuition will be given if written notice of withdrawal is received before the first day of classes. A refund of 
50% of the tuition will be given if written notice of withdrawal is received before 80 hours of scheduled class time has been 
completed. No refund of tuition is given after 80 hours of scheduled class time. A full refund of fees paid will be given if there is 
insufficient enrollment to begin the academic phase.  
 
Perfect attendance is required. Absences due to illness or family emergency are excused with the understanding that the student 
must attend a minimum of 90% of the classes, review missed material and make up missed assignments. The student may be 
required to attend the missed classes at the next scheduled course or arrange individual tutoring. See student handbook for make up 
fees and program completion requirements.  
 
The Certificate of Attendance received upon successful completion of all the requirements of the academic phase does not give the 
recipient of the Certificate permission to represent him/herself as a CMI Montessori teacher. Students in good standing who have 
completed the academic phase within three years or are currently enrolled and have successfully completed at least 80 hours of the 
classes and accompanying assignments are eligible to apply for an internship placement. Although there is every attempt to find a 
suitable internship, the time and place of internship cannot be guaranteed.  
 
Additional expenses for all students: 

Academic phase: textbooks, manual binders and sheet protectors (approximately $85)  
Internship phase: material making supplies (approximately $200 to $300) 

 
Additional fees may apply to some students:  

Site visit travel expenses for distant internship locations, delayed internship enrollment fee, internship re-enrollment and 
workshop fees, optional college credit. (see Student Handbook)
